fOR lOVE OR cOUNTRY: The Arturo Sandoval Story

Andy Garcia stars as the world-renowned Cuban trumpet player Arturo Sandoval in this moving portrait of his life in Cuba, his passion for jazz, and his eventual defection from his homeland in 1990. A passionate free thinker, Arturo struggled for personal and creative freedom in Cuba, experiencing a lifetime of artistic persecution. Despite strict revolutionary guidelines, Arturo played with the award-winning Cuban fusion band Irakere, receiving critical and commercial success while living under the shadow of Fidel Castro's dictatorship. In 1981, Sandoval left Irakere and formed his own band, desperate to play jazz by his own rules. A musical virtuoso, Sandoval lived to play his own brash brand of jazz, inspired by his mentor and longtime friend, American jazz legend Dizzy Gillespie (Charles S. Dutton). Ultimately, Arturo's love for his wife, Marienela (Mia Maestro), and his growing family forced him to stay in Cuba, constantly compromising his artistic freedom for the revolution. Finally, in 1990, after years of artistic frustration, Gillespie helped Arturo to defect with his wife and young son. 
The Sandovals' remarkable journey to freedom is conveyed through a series of flashbacks, as Arturo reflects on his passion for his country, his wife, and his ultimate desire for musical freedom. Andy Garcia gives an uplifting and moving performance as the jazz legend, swinging and bopping onstage to his own uncompromising rhythm. The film also features a fabulous supporting cast, including Latin superstar Gloria Estefan, and a rousing score from the legend himself, Arturo Sandoval.

Domesticating the marshlands in Aztec Mexico: feeding urban populations from swamps
Professor of Anthropology,  University of Michigan

Curator of Latin American Archaeology, Museum of Anthropology

The urbanized civilizations of ancient Mesoamerica flourished for over 2000 years prior to initial European contact in the sixteenth century A.D.  Intensive cultivation of maize, beans, squash, and a wide variety of other indigenous crops provided much of the economic foundation of these civilizations.  Nevertheless, the full diversity of ancient agricultural technology and organization has not been well understood, and even less is known about the importance of non-agricultural resources.  Recent research has revealed that the extensive marshes and lakes of central Mexico were transformed into highly productive landscapes where gardens were created from swamps and huge quantities of aquatic plants and animals were harvested every year.  This talk considers how these marshlands functioned as a precolumbian "breadbasket" in the centuries after A.D. 500.

Jeffrey Parsons teaches courses on the prehistory of Latin America at the University of Michigan. He has pioneered and expanded the scope of settlement patterns analysis in archeology and conducted extensive surveys in Central Mexico, Peru, and Argentina.

THE MYTH OF MESTIZAJE: THE COLONIAL CONSTRUCTION AND NATIONAL DECONSTRUCTION OF RACE IN MEXICO

David Frye provides an examination of how the social construction called "race" changes over time in response to economic and political change.   In Mexico, the Spanish colonial regime that ruled for three centuries (1521-1821) thrived on the division of people into racial categories--not only Spanish and Indian, but also black, mulatto, mestizo, and half a dozen shades in between. Since independence in 1821 and a nationalist revolution from 1910 to 1920, these categories have collapsed into two, Indian and mestizo, with the figure of the mestizo mythically representing the future of the nation, and that of the Indian viewed as belonging to the past. 
David Frye teaches courses on Latin American society, culture and history for the Department of Anthropology at the University of Michigan.  As part of his doctoral research in cultural anthropology, he conducted fieldwork in Spain, Mexico and Cuba.  David also has published numerous prose and poetry translations from Spanish originals, most recently The Mangy Parrot (El Periquillo Sarniento) by Jose Joaquin Fernandez de Lizardi, the first novel ever written and published in Mexico.

From her complex and enduring relationship with her mentor and husband, Diego Rivera, to her illicit and controversial affair with Leon Trotsky, to her provocative romantic entanglements with women, Frida Kahlo lived a bold and uncompromising life as a political, artistic and sexual revolutionary.
This film tells the true story of Mexican painter and 20th century icon Frida Kahlo (Hayek), focusing on her often rocky relationship with husband Diego Rivera (Molina), and their place in Mexican society. Included in the mix will be David Siqueiros (Banderas), Rivera's rival in the Mexican art world, Tina Modotti (Judd), a famed Italian photographer, and Nelson Rockefeller (Norton), who famously contracted Rivera to paint the lobby mural of Rockefeller Center, only to renege because it included a portrait of Lenin. Others in their social circle included Russian leader and refugee Leon Trotsky (Rush) (soon before Stalin had him assassinated there), muralist Jean Charlot, painter Pablo O'Higgins, composer Silvestre Revueltas, and photographer Edward Weston. In addition to being a great artist, Frida Kahlo was also a bisexual and a communist, struggling with an abusive husband, a life of wracking pain following a trolley accident, the amputation of a leg, and finally, drug and alcohol abuse that killed her at age 47.

DIEGO RIVERA & THE MEXICAN MURALISTS: THEIR IMPACT ON ART IN THE UNITED STATES
Deborah and Richard Zuccarini will explore the history of the Muralist Movement which started in Mexico in the 1920’s.  A growing collective social consciousness gave rise to a revolutionary furor focused on liberating the country’s workers from harsh condition and poverty.  In 1921 Mexican artists Rivera, Siqueiros and Orozco were commissioned by the government to create educational paintings on the walls of public buildings.  The bold colors and strong imagery of these large-scale murals formed the foundation of a movement that would last 50 years and profoundly influence art in the United States, especially that incorporated in Works Progress Administration (WPA) projects.  The Zuccarini’s presentation will include a demonstration of the process of creating fresco.
Deborah and Richard Zuccarini served an apprenticeship in buon fresco and mural making under Lucienne Bloch and Stephen Dimitroff, apprentices to Diego Rivera.  Their murals appear in and around Detroit, both in public spaces and private homes.  They also create and exhibit their work, teach art to all age levels, and do art restoration.  Deborah started teaching art at Schoolcraft College last year.
